When can partners 

nominate students? 

Partners will receive information on nomination and 

application procedures, and a link to an online form in 

March/September. No hard copies are required. 

Nomination deadlines for partners:

Spring semester:   10 October 

When can students apply? Applications open in April/September. Application deadlines 

for students: 

Autumn semester: 1 May 

Spring semester:   15 October

Nominated students will receive the information on application 

procedures and the link to our online system to students. 

What are language 

requirements for 

application? 

We recommend that students have achieved CEFR B2 level. 

Incoming exchange students need not to provide evidence on 

their English language ability since we since we expect our 

partners to ensure their students’ language proficiency.  

 

Study information  

How many credits should 

students' study? 

The required academic load for a full-time student is 30 credits 

per semester. One week of full-time studies equals 1.5 credits. 

The workload is 40 hours per week, including lectures, 

readings, assignments, seminars and independent studies. 
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Study information  

How many courses do 

student take?  

Four courses are usually equivalent to full-time studies (30 

credits). Courses are often given for 5 weeks which is 

equivalent to 7.5 credits. Students take courses sequentially 

during the semester– that is, one after the other, not in 

parallel. In other words, students do not choose several 

courses in the same period. 

How do students choose 

courses?  

Students can choose freely from all courses offered at 

Södertörn University given that they can meet minimum 

course requirements. On www.sh.se/courses you can find the 

courses we offer with English as the language of instruction. If 

students are interested in choosing courses in Swedish, 

please contact exchange@sh.se in advance. 

What is the grading 

system?  

For most courses taught in English, a six-point grading scale is 

used:  

A – Excellent  

B – Very Good  

C – Good  

D – Satisfactory  

E – Sufficient  

F – Fail  

For courses and programmes taught in Swedish and a few 

courses in English, grades are awarded on a three-point scale:  

Pass with distinction (VG), Pass (G) or Fail (U)

How do students apply for 

a residence permit? 

Students from non-EU-countries can use the Letter of 

Acceptance to apply for a residence permit for studies through 

the Swedish Migration Agency. Application guidance is 

available here.  

What is a residence 

permit?  

Students from a non-European Union (EU) or non-European 

Economic Area (EEA) country require a residence permit to 

study in Sweden for longer than three months. The handling 

process for residence permit applications may take a long 

time. Therefore, we strongly recommend that nominated 

students from non-EU/EEA countries submit their residence 

permit applications as early as possible.   

Are students covered by 

insurance? 

All incoming exchange students are covered by 

Kammarkollegiet’s Student IN-insurance by the Swedish state 

while studying in Sweden.
